This part of the celebration is intended for teaching
personnel where they can avail themselves of free medical and wellness
interventions.

“Relak”. This component is available to officials and personnel of the
Schools Division Office. This is a perk in the form of relaxation massage,
foot and hand care, and other pampering treats.
